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Works by Maynard Dixon and other master painters will
be on display Sept. 17-March 10, 2012, as part of the

“Wide-Open Spaces” exhibit at BYU's Museum of Art.

Before the large-scale discovery of the American South-
west, landscape paintings were something of a predictable
affair. Idyllic, pastoral scenes abounded. Once accustomed
to certain techniques, skilled painters had no problem pro-
ducing respectable product. The razor-sharp light and ag-
oraphobia-inducing vistas of the Southwest changed the
rules. Chronicling those responses is the Brigham Young
University Museum of Art’s “Wide-Open Spaces: Capturing
the Grandeur of the American Southwest.” This is two exhi-
bitions in one. The first is a stunning collection of 80 paint-
ings by early 20th-century artists grappling with a new sub-
ject, and succeeding in spades. The second, for those who
know a thing or two about painting, is a virtual master-
class in framing elements, use of horizontal lines and revo-
lutionary employment of color palette and shadows. Noth-
ing was quite the same in landscape art after these painters
set eye on the American Southwest. This exhibition shows
